We are writing to you as our records show that you were eligible for a time-limited death grant payable under the first options exercise, following the death of your late XX.

Following a legal judgement (more information is available on the https://fpsmember.org/remedy/matthews-remedy) the provisions have been extended and we have identified that you may meet the criteria to be in scope to receive a time limited extended death grant under the Firefighters’ Pension Scheme 2006 (FPS 2006) (special) scheme.
 
Time-limited extended death grant 

If you are the surviving spouse or civil partner of someone who was employed as a retained firefighter before 1 July 2000 and has continuous retained service prior to this date. Then you are entitled to receive an additional death grant payment equal to 0.1 x pensionable pay for each full qualifying year of continuous service prior to 1 July 2000. An application must be made to the fire authority as soon as reasonably practicable and no later than 1 April 2027.

Where there is no surviving spouse or civil partner, or where the spouse/civil partner was not married to/in a civil partnership with the deceased at the time of their death, an eligible child may apply instead. Eligibility for this award will depend on whether the person met the definition of an eligible child at the time of the deceased’s death.
