Time-limited additional death grant

If you are a surviving spouse or civil partner of someone who was employed as a retained firefighter between 7 April 2000 and 5 April 2006 and had continuous retained service prior to this date, you may be entitled to receive an additional death grant payment. This payment is equal to 0.1 x pensionable pay for each full qualifying year of continuous service that the deceased could have purchased under this options exercise (also referred to as the 2023 options exercise or the second options exercise).. An application must be made to the fire authority as soon as possible, but no later than 1 April 2027.

Please note that where there is no surviving spouse or civil partner, an eligible child of the deceased firefighter, to be determined as on the date of the deceased’s death, may make the application to the fire authority for the death grant no later than 1 April 2027. Where the child is still a minor, the legal guardian of the child can make the application on behalf of the child.

ACTION REQUIRED - Our records show that you may be entitled to receive the payment of a time-limited additional death grant. If you are interested in applying, then it is important that you complete and return this form urgently.  If your application is not received on or before 1 April 2027 any entitlement to a time-limited death grant or additional death grant will be lost.
